THE CELEBRATION OF THE LORD’S SUPPER 

We have come to the Lord's Table at the invitation of the Lord Himself and so 
we come on His terms. Therefore, Grace Community Presbyterian Church 
welcomes to the Lord's Table all those who have trusted in Jesus Christ as Savior 
and who acknowledge Him as Lord. Because Communion is a sacrament of the 
church, all are welcome to partake who are baptized members in good standing in 
an evangelical church (a church where the gospel is loved and proclaimed).  It is 
our request that children not participate in the Lord's Supper until they 
themselves have become communing members of such a church. We come not as 
those who are intrinsically righteous, but as those who have been given through 
grace the righteousness of our perfect Redeemer. So, while we repent of known sins 
as we come, we recognize our righteousness before the Father is completely 
dependent on the accomplishment of Jesus Christ for His people. Reflect on the 
work Jesus did for you and come forward to receive the grace offered to you in these 
elements. 
 
Words of Institution...........................................1 Corinthians 11:23-29 
 

We serve wine during our celebration of the Lord‟s Supper.  If for 
reasons of health, conscience or preference we have provided grape 
juice in the inner rings of each tray in the lightly tinted cups. 
Please deposit your wine cups in the trash receptacles at the side 
aisles and the doors as you exit. 
We also provide gluten-free bread in the line to the left as you face 
the pulpit. 
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This is a celebratory time and a time for reflection.  Please do not feel rushed. 
Spend a few moments reflecting on the words below, praying, and singing the songs 
and hymns in praise and worship, thanking God for what He has done for you in 
Christ Jesus.  Then come forward, take the bread and wine, eat and drink in 
faith, and anticipate the Spiritõs work of grace on your behalf.   
 
The prayers below are simply suggested places to start. If you choose to use one of 
them, build on the prayer with your own words as you prepare to come to the 
Lordõs Table. 

 
PRAYER FOR CHRISTIANS 
Lord Jesus, this table testifies to the fact that You have risen.  My 
need for this sacrament testifies to my fallenness.  I need the power 
of the resurrection, the power of Your gospel because my flesh is 
weak.  As I go forward and take and eat and drink, use these elements 
to enliven my heart to a deeper devotion and greater love of You.  
Inflame in me a hatred for my sin.  Sustain me, by Your Spirit, that I 
might follow you and endeavor to new obedience. 

 
PRAYER FOR CHRISTIANS WHO DOUBT 
Jesus, if all of what You claim is true, please guide me, teach me and 
open my eyes to the reality of who You are. I let my circumstances 
inform me, which leads me to doubt what You say about Yourself. 
As I take the bread and the wine, may Your Spirit give me an 
understanding that is convincing and compelling that will lead me to 
the life that You promise. 

 
PRAYER FOR CHRISTIANS STRUGGLING WITH SIN 
Savior, my sin is before me! It has entangled me and now engulfs me.  
Help me see the beauty of You and the horrid ugliness of my sin.  
Use these elements, by Your Spirit, to break the power of sin over 
me.  Give me faith to fight my sin and rest in You. 

 
PRAYER FOR UNBELIEVERS 
God, I don‟t know You or trust You. But I am here. Change me and 
make me alive.  Give me faith, that I might profess before the world 
that You loved a sinner like me.  Dear God, save me from sin and 
save me to Yourself that I might come to Your table, not this week, 
but in weeks to come. 
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The quotes below will help you focus your heart and mind on our Savior and His Supper: 
   
ñWe conclude that our souls are fed by the flesh and blood of Christ, just as our 
corporeal is preserved and sustained by bread and wine. For the analogy of the 
sign not to hold, if our souls did not find their aliment [something that feeds or 
sustains] in Christ; which however cannot be the case, unless Christ truly 
coalesce into one with us, and support us through the use of his flesh and blood. 
It may seem incredible indeed that the flesh of Christ should reach us from such 
immense local distance, so as to become our food.  But we must remember how 
far the secret power of the Holy Spirit transcends all our senses, and what folly it 
must ever be to think of reducing his immensity to our measure.  Let faith 
embrace then what the understanding cannot grasp.  Now this sacred 
communication of his flesh and blood, by which Christ transfuses his life into us, 
just as if he penetrated our bones and marrow, he testifies and seals also in the 
holy supper; not by the exhibition of a vain and empty sign, but by putting forth 
there such an energy of his Spirit as fulfils what he promises.  What is thus 
attested he offers and exhibits to all who approach the spiritual banquet.  It is 
however fruitfully received by believers only, who accept such vast grace with

Have you ever wanted to get out a prayer request quickly to the 

congregation but didnôt know email addresses or needed something that 

maybe someone else could lone or sell to you but you didnôt know who 

might have the item? GCPC has established a Prayer/Praise Chain and an 

information chain called Grace Information Network (GrIN). These are 

two different chains. A person can sign up to be a part of one or the other 

or both chains. 

 

If a person has a need they will email Mary Hamby 

(mehamby1@verizon.net) to give her the information. She will email the 

Prayer or GrIN chain groups as appropriate. If it is a prayer request or 

praise to share please put Prayer Request or Praise in the subject line. 

If it is a GrIN item then put GrIN  in the subject line. Write up whatever 

you want the congregation to know or pray for the way you want it to 

appear in the email. If you want feedback from people then include your 

own information (phone number or email address) so people can get 

back to you directly.  

 

An example of a GrIN item would be if someone had an item they 

wanted to get rid of but it was still in good condition, there may be 

someone in the church who may have a need for that item. You could 

either sell it or give it away. That would be between you and the other 

person. Or if you need an item but you donôt want to buy a new one, 

maybe there is someone at church who has one who no longer needs it 

and is willing to sell it to you, give it to you, or lone it to you. 

 

Please email Mary at mehamby1@verizon.net to let her know that you 

want to be a part of the chains and to which chain (Prayer Chain or GrIN 

or both) you want to be added.  You will not receive the prayer requests 

or GrIN listings unless you e-mail Mary and tell her you want to be on 

the distribution lists. However, you may e-mail a prayer request or 

GrIN item whether you are on the distribution lists or not.
