The Heidelberg Catechism was written in HeidelBergnanyt the request
of Elector Frederick Ill, ruler of the masfluential German province, the
Palatinate, from 1559 to 1576. This pious Christian prince commissiongd
Zacharius Ursinus, twergight years of age and professor of theology at|the
Heidelberg University, and Caspar Olevianus, teigntgars old and
Frederick's court preacher, to prepare a catechism for instructing the yguth
and for guiding pastors and teachers. The Catechism was soon divided into
fifty-two sections, so that a section of the Catechism could be explained to the
churches each Sunday ofythar. The National Synods of the sixteenth
century adopted it as one of the Three Forms of Unity, requiring office
bearers to subscribe to it and ministers to explain it to the churches. These
requirements were strongly emphasized by the great Synotinflbb819.
The Heidelberg Catechism has been translated into many languages and is
of the most influential and generally accepted of the several catechisms of
Reformation times.

Church planting in the Philippines, as well as mercy ministry to street childrer
there, is one of the areas of emphasis of our church's overseas missikindVeo
have committed to support, by prayer and regular financial contributions, the
planting of new Preshyterian churches in the Philippines.

On September 26, Typhoon Ondoy / Ketsana dropped record amounts of raif
(over 13 inches in just 6 hours), whicAused widespread flooding in Manila angl
surrounding suburbs and provinces. In many places, the floods reached the

of homes and buildings. Our church's missions agency in the Philippines (Mission

to the World or MTW) reports that about 10 Preshbigie church plants and over
200 families from those churches were affected by the flooding. Many of them
to evacuate their flooded homes, and some lost all their possessions. MTW
immediately began relief efforts, including using church buildings elesh, and
distributing food, water, clothes and medicines. Future needs will include mg
to rebuild damaged buildings and houses.

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Church Office-A Primer*

The Apostle Paul teaches us that thardds serve as an officer in the church is a worthy
ambition. He heartily endorses, but then explains in 1 Timothy 3 the demanding
requirements of being an elder or deacon. So, the desire to be a spiritual leader in the
church is a good thing, but notexyone is qualified to serve as an officer. Those who

aspire to office in the church must meet the highest standards, and must be examined and
tested (1 Timothy 3:15).

Paul describes the church as the fhplarsehol d of Godéth
and support of the truth (1 Tim. 3:15). Those are strong statements, and if we believe them,

we must embrace a high view of the church, and seek only the most qualified men to lead

her. Officer nominations and elections have little to do with [aojty and a lot to do with

a personds consistent and deepening |l ove for God abov
love and servant attitude toward his neighbor. In the kingdom of God leadership is about

loving God and neighbor; worshipping Godandsei ng oneds neighbor.

The Offices of Elder and Deacon

Elderd The office of elder is one of spiritual oversight and government of the church (Titus

1:5ff; 1 Tim. 3:17). In the NT elders are sometimes referred to as shepherds (Acts 20:28, 1

Peter 5:13) because they are charged with the care and nurture of the church just as a

shepherd cares for his flock. Elders are also responsible for the teaching ministry of the

church (1 Tim. 5:1718). Thus, elders mustunderstanth e t r ut hs of Goddés Wor d, and b
able to effectively minister in the body as one who encourages, edifies and when needed,

confronts and rebukes.

Deacor® The office of deacon is one of service, extending mercy and sympathy to those in

need, especially to those within the church. Deaconfiratenentioned in Acts 6:6, as

those chosen to minister to the physical needs within the church. The spiritual nature of the

deacondés service of mercy is not Il ess vital than the
inseparablyied to both offices

The duty of the office is threefold: 1) To minister to those in need and distress, 2) To
administrate financial issues within the church (giving and distribution of gifts), and 3) To
care for the churchés property.

Any man assuming the office of eldardeacon must meet the qualifications listed in 1
Timothy 3:17, Titus 1:69 (elder) and 1 Timothy 3:83 (deacojy as a minimum and must

also be willing to carry forth the vision and mission of Grace Community Presbyterian
Church as determined by therentleadership of the churchThe solemn vows the

officers take include protecting and pursuing the peace and purity of the church. This peace
and purity is protected and pursued, first, in the Session and Deaconate.

Both offices are perpetudl that is for life, unless extraordinary circumstances altoveall
